Resolution No. 2026-2084 Tolling Agreements Extension

BACKGROUND

In 2013 the City of Aurora initiated a lawsuit regarding taxes paid by telecommunications
companies that operate in Aurora.

That lawsuit has been successfully concluded and this resolution addresses the tolling agreements
that have been negotiated by our legal counsel (Cunningham, Vogle & Rost, P.C.) on behalf of the
City of Aurora with these companies. Further it authorizes the City Manager and the legal counsel
to continue to work on tolling agreements with other telecommunication companies in the future in

accordance with state laws and city ordinances.

These tolling agreements represent a portion of the revenues that the City receives annually to
provide vital services to the community and the residents of Aurora. These agreements are
extending for one more year with an expiration date of 01/31/2027. That is the only change.
